* Please note: Applicants must write the name of your musical group and main contact person
on the memo line of your personal check, certified check, cashier’s check, or money order.

* Please further note that if you are submitting more than one musical group, each group must
have its own application, support materials and application fee and be submitted separately
with its own postmark.

Please be advised that we cannot return your application materials to you, so do not send
original/irreplaceable materials.

Festival Participation Plan:

For the Music Performance Division of the BoCoCa Arts Festival, Musical Acts will
receive:

1) One (1) performance in Shared Venue with Theater/Visual Arts show/other musical
act,

2) Space at the Shared Venue provided for merchandise sales,

3) Tip jar permitted when acceptable,

4) Access to all parties and fundraisers for the Festival,

5) Inclusion in all BoCoCa Arts Festival marketing materials (website, programs, etc.),
6) Opportunity for amazing exposure!

Please note: There is no Participation Fee for Musical Acts. While Musical Acts will not
receive a share of Ticket Revenue, Theater & Performance Art Shows pay a participation
fee for entrance into the Festival. Please feel free to review all applications if you have any
questions about the specific division application processes.

Acceptance:

All Music Performance applicants will receive status notification (i.e., accepted, alternate, or
declined) via e-mail. Notification of acceptance status will begin to be e-mailed on or

about April 2nd, 2010. At that time, if you are accepted into the BoCoCa Arts Festival, you
will receive a participant’s e-mail. We must receive your acceptance e-mail by April 9th,

2010 or you will forfeit your BoCoCa Festival performance eligibility.

If selected as an Alternate, Alternates may be selected to the Participants list, if room is
available, on or about April 16th, 2010. Once accepted and notified as a festival participant, the
acceptance e-mail should be completed and returned immediately.



Responsibilities:

If your Music Group is selected into the BoCoCa Arts Festival, Husky Dog Productions, as the
presenter, will provide you a time slot in a participating venue during which your group will
perform. Husky Dog Productions is not producing your show, you are. We are merely
presenting it. Your music group is responsible for hiring your own crew, and staff, securing
your own rights, running your own rehearsals, etc. If you have any special production needs that
are space-related or technically related, include them on the Application. Please keep in mind
that we are using non-traditional venues and we encourage you to be creative with your
production challenges.

Festival Scheduling:

If your Music Group is selected into the BoCoCa Arts Festival, Husky Dog Productions, as the
presenter, will schedule your show in one of our participating venues for the length of the
festival. Most shows will receive approximately 1-2 performances over the course of the 10-day
Festival. Performances will be between approximately 3pm and 11pm on weekdays, and
between 1pm and midnight on weekends. Your performance time will vary in order to ensure all
shows receive an equal amount of prime performance times. Husky Dog Productions, through
the BoCoCa Arts Festival, seeks to fully support all productions in the Festival. Please indicate
on the application any special needs your group may have. In addition, each of the venues will
have a venue manager and box office manager at each show provided by Husky Dog
Productions.

Producer’s Note: In scheduling, we strive to match theater performance, music performances
and visual art to an appropriate venue that supports the energy of the art being presented.

Box Office and Ticketing:

The BoCoCa Arts Festival and Husky Dog Productions will be responsible for all aspects
involving ticketing and the box office. Full ticket price for admission to a theater performance
is $14.00 per ticket in advance or $17.00 (cash only) at the door. There is no admission cost for
music performances or visual arts installations unless otherwise arranged. Husky Dog
Productions will not guarantee the number of tickets available at any one venue, and will adhere
to all Fire Code and Building Code regulations regarding guests at each venue.

Publicity:
Husky Dog Productions will be responsible for publicizing the Festival itself and coordinating

all press relations, which include press interviews and critic attendance at the discretion of HDP.
Your Music Group will be asked to submit publicity photos & press packets for print and



broadcast media. Music Groups are required to self-publicize their own show but are not limited
to press releases, postcards, playbills, street marketing, business cards, and posters. Effective

promotion leads to a larger audience, and in the BoCoCa Arts Festival, a larger audience leads
to significant exposure!
